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Abstract: This collection consists of two newsletters from the community. 

Historical Notes: Founded in 1971 near Wolf Creek, Oregon, by Eleanor and Bob Pugh and their family, Lichen Co-op had a strong 

dedication to the preservation of its 140-acre tract of land, most of which was preserved in its wild state under a land-trust 

arrangement. Pets and other domestic animals were banned in an effort to encourage wildlife. Lichen had a community building plus 

several smaller homes and shops, a garden, and a solar greenhouse. A few cottage industries supported the community, which in the 

1970’s had around a dozen members, although by 1999, the count was six. Lichen appears to have closed to have closed not long 

thereafter; a related business, communitymade.com, which sold products from various intentional communities, continued for a time 

but has since been discontinued.
