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Os Guinness to speak on religious freedom and diversity in free campus

Guinness, great-great-great grandson of brewer Arthur Guinness, has written or edited more than 30 
books and has been a frequent speaker at political and business conferences in both Europe and the 
United States. Born in China during World War II, he was expelled in 1951 and returned to England to 
study. His latest book, Fool’s Talk: Recovering the Art of Christian Persuasion, was published by 
InterVarsity Press in June 2015.
