Indiana College Savings Bonds now are
available for purchase. These bonds
provide Indiana families with a savings
program whereby the interest earned is
free from both federal and state taxes.

Mr. Byron C. Wright, vice president for
Business Affairs, notes that ‘‘During the
last few years, several plans have been
proposed for savings programs for par-
ents and grandparents to provide college
funds for young children and grandchil-
dren. The IRS has ruled that the earnings
from most plans are taxable. Some plans
required the student to attend one certain
school, and if the student didn’t go to
school, the purchaser suffered a loss.”

Dr. Price teaches in both undergraduate
and graduate levels in science education.

He also has been instrumental in bringing .

nearly $680,000 in grants for specialized
computer training for area classroom
teachers, assisting them in developing
the expertise needed for a computer-ori-
ented society. More than $650,000 of
the funds were used in a USI Computer
Literacy Training Center which served
more than 2,500 public school teachers
from 11 southwestern Indiana counties
from 1983 to 1987.

Dr. Price received his bachelor and mas-
ter’'s degrees from Eastern Illinois Uni-
versity. He did graduate work at Notre
Dame and Illinois State universities prior
to entering Ohio State University to com-
plete work on his Ph.D. He was a lec-
turer at Ohio State when he joined the
USI faculty in 1979 and, besides teach-
ing science education and computer liter-
acy, has been coordinator of Graduate
Studies in Education since 1987.

His professional activities have included
serving on numerous University commit-
tees, along with membership on the Indi-
ana team for the National Science Foun-
dation Project to train mathematics
teachers in the uses of microcomputers
and on the science manuscript review
board for School Science and Mathe-
matics. Community activities have in-
cluded serving as an elementary school
Science Fair judge, presenting computer
and science programs in various public
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schools, board member of West Side
Improvement Association, and as a
member of the Science Advisory
Committee of the Evansville Museum
of Arts and Science, Science Educa-
tion Committee of the Indiana Corpo-
ration for Science and Technology,
and program advisory board of Opera-
tion City Beautiful. He also has been a
program consultant at Mesker Zoo.
Dr. Price has had numerous articles
and papers published in science educa-
