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Four students from the University of Southern Indiana’s Pott College of Science, Engineering, and Education have
been awarded scholarships from the Indiana Space Grant Consortium (INSGC) for the 2015-2016 academic year.
INSGC is one of 52 consortia that are part of the National Space College and Fellowship Program, initiated by the
National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) in 1989. Each consortium includes colleges, universities,
businesses and other private- and public-sector institutions working to further aerospace education and career
training.
