With the Metric Conversion Act signed into
law last December, it is probable the metric

Sample topics are metrics in cooking, metrics in
the supermarket, metrics and sewing, and metrics and travel. The tapes were
prepared as an informational promotion for ISUE under the direction of Kathy Funke.

Dr. Charles Bertram, Chairman, Division of Education and
Associate Professor of Education and Mathematics, served as the resource person

CHEMICAL STORAGE BUILDIMG NEARING COMPLETION, The Chemical Storage Building, the most

recent addition to the campus, is located south of the Science Center and west

of the Greenhouse. The building itself is scheduled to be completed on August 22,
1976, however lab stands, work tables, and other equipment will be installed at

a later date.

The facility has been designed to meet the stringent standards of the Occupational
Safety and Health Act and will provide a safe atmospherically controlled environment
for storage of chemicals, and safe separation distance of chemicals, cne from the
other. Due to the fact that some chemicals are volatile, the Chemical Storage
Building will also be equipped with specific safety devices, particularly closed
electrical circuits and no-spark electrical devices. In addition to storage room,
space and facilities have also been allotted for the dispensation of chemicals

from bulk containers into smaller containers for easier and safer transport to

the classrooms and labs.

The brick and block building, consistent with original University structure design,
is being constructed by Chris Nix Construction Company.
