Festival featuring noted playwright

A Pulitzer Prize-winning playwright will be the featured
speaker at the 35th annual Region III Kennedy Center American
College Theatre Festival hosted by USI in Evansville.

Marsha Norman, who also is a professor at The Julliard
School, will speak at 4 p.m. January 11 in Salon A-C at the
Executive Inn.

A native of Kentucky, Norman began her career writing arti-
cles and reviews of books, plays, and films for the Louisville Times.

In 1977 Jon Jory, director of Actors Theatre of Louisville,
asked her to write a play for the theatre. She wrote Getting Out,
and the American Theatre Critics Association voted the work
Best New Play by a Regional Theatre.

Norman then moved to New York City and continued to
write one-act plays as well as the full-length Circus Valentine. In
1983 she wrote ‘Night Mother, which won the Pulitzer Prize, four
Tony Award nominations, the Susan Smith Blackburn Prize, and
Hull-Warriner and Drama Desk awards.

In 1992, Norman received a Tony and a Drama Desk Award
for The Secret Garden. Her other plays include Third and Oak, The
Laundromat, The Poolhall, Sarah and Abraham, Loving Daniel
Boone, and Trudy Blue.

She holds a BA from Agnes Scott College and an MA from
University of Louisville.
