Young Abe Lincoln will open at 7:30 p.m. on Friday, June 22, at Lincoln Amphitheatre in 
Lincoln State Park. It will show nightly, Wednesday to Sunday, through July 1; after the 
opening of The Sound of Music on Saturday, July 7, the two shows will' alternate nightly 
through August 11. Both shows are produced by the University of Southern Indiana. 

Tickets are $14, adults; $12, seniors (60+); $8, child. Sunday is Family Night and tickets are 
$8 per person. On opening night, patrons can get $5 off the price of a ticket by bringing a non­
perishable canned food item; food will be given to the Tri-State Food Bank, which serves 
counties in Kentucky, Illinois, and Indiana.
