J. Palladino, representing the task force, made two proposals to aid
the university in implementing an assessment program. The first
proposal involves adding a statement to the bulletin informing students
of the assessment program. The second involves adding a testing day to
the school calendar.

L. Dowhie made and P. Maddox seconded a motion to approve and to send
to the SAAC for review the following statement to be added to the
bulletin:

In order for the University to assess and improve its
academic programs, periodic measurements of student perceptions
and intellectual growth must be obtained. As a requirement for
graduation, every student shall participate in one or more
evaluative procedures, which may include examinations in general
education and/or the major field of study. The information
obtained through testing will be one means used to improve the
quality of the educational experience for all students and where
appropriate may be used in advising. Students will be given the
opportunity to receive their test results when available and test
results be maintained in the academic file.

After discussion the motion passed unanimously.

B. Henderson made and V. Pohl seconded a motion to support the addition
of a test day to the school calendar with the total number of
instructional days remaining the same. The motion passed unanimously.
