Pamela F. Hopson has been named the first director of the Multicultural Center now
being established at the University of Southern Indiana.

A program of the Student Life department, the center will acquaint under-represented
students -- minority groups such as black and intemnational students who feel they have need
of additional representation -- with various campus services for academic, cultural, and social
growth.
