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Construction proieds fill campus calendar 
Of the many construction projects underway on campus this 

summer, one obviously stands out above the rest. 

"The library construction," observed Dr. Robert Ruble, v ice 
pres ident for Business Affairs, "That big hole in the ground, with 
mountains of dirt , that grabs attention. 

"It's an interest ing project because it's so centrally located 
everyone will walk by it all the time. As students pass by, they will 
be able to see the progress." 

And progress on the $27 .5 million fac ility is right on sched­
ule. The lower level has been excavated, concrete footers with 
reinforcing steel are in place, and the construction crew is form­
ing foundation walls. 

Scheduled for completion in spring 2006, the new David L. 
Rice Library will be twice the size of the exist ing one. The five­
story brick-and-limestone structure a lso will be the tallest on 
campus. It will feat ure a front rotunda and curved rear fa<;ade with 
floor-to-ce iling windows in severa l key areas. 

Some of the other numerous campus projects, in various 
stages of complet ion, include: 

Cafe A La Carte - Located in The Link, the lounge area con ­
nect ing the Science Center with the Health Professions Center, 
Cafe A La Carte will open Monday, August 30. The cafe, operat­
ing on the "grab and go" philosophy, will serve a variety of sand ­
wiches, wraps , muffins, cookies, and pastries prepared by the Sub 
Connection . In add ition to other beverages, the cafe also will 
serve Starbucks coffee (coffee and flavorings only, not lattes and 
mochas). Hours will be from 7:30 a.m. to 7 p.m. Monday through 
Friday. 

Forum II Renovation - Scheduled for completion this week, 
the project includes new paint, ceiling tile, white/chalkboard, 
ca rpet, seats, lighting, dimmer system, projection screen, a pro­
jector, and a curved bulkhead in the ceiling. 

Parking Lot E - Located in the space previously occupied by 
the Women's Softba ll Field, the new parking lot will provide 300 
add itiona l spaces. The lot is virtually complete with a temporary 
gravel surface . Paving of the lot will probably be scheduled in 
October, weather permitting. 

New Women's Softball Field - One of the fo ur softba ll dia­
monds in the Broadway Recreat iona l Complex is being convert­
ed to a field for women's softball. Fencing is be ing insta lled, and 
dugouts will be added later. The field is to be ready for this sea­
son 's first game. 

Multipurpose Building - Located in the center of the fo ur 
softba ll diamonds at the Broadway Recreational Complex, the 
Mu ltipurpose Building will provide space for refreshments, an 
)ffice area for announcers and offic ials, and restrooms. It also will 
feature a second-story observation area. The building is scheduled 
fo r substa ntial completion by N ovember 20, when U S! will host 
the N CAA II Cross Country N ational C hampionships. 

The Sub Connection Renovation - The Sub Connect ion 

reopened A ugust 24. Most of the improvements were made to 
behind-the-scenes operations, but customers will not ice the line 
moves more quickly, and beverages are now se lf-serve with free 
refills. The Sub Connection will feature hot sandwich spec ials 
during the fa ll semester. Hours are 8:30 to 10 a. m. (breakfast ) and 
10 a.m. to 6:30 p.m. Monday through Thursday, and from 8:30 to 
10 a.m. and 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. Friday. 

Tech Center Renovation - Renovations to engineering class­
rooms in the lower leve l of the Tech Center are scheduled for 
completion this week. The project includes new carpet, lights, 
ce ilings, marker/cha lkboards, and dimmers as we ll as the addition 
of an electronics lab and preparations fo r distance learning. 

Ruston Hall - The University community celebrated a rib­
bon-cutting ceremony for Ruston Hall August 18. USl's fourth 
residence hall holds 220 beds, bringing the on -campus total to 
2,947. The ha ll is named in honor of University fri ends, Henry 
W. and Betty Jane Ruston . 

A N ew Lake - Designed in conjunct ion with Ruston Hall , a 
new lake is under construction behind the fac ility. The dam is 
be ing built, and the lake should begin accumulating water soon. 
When it is full, the lake will be roughly the same size as 
Reflection Lake. It will serve as a basin and filter for storm water 
runoff as well as provide recreat ional opportunities. 

"It's been really busy," commented Steve Helfrich , director of 
Facilities, Operat ions, and Planning. "But things are go ing well ." 

Additional improvements completed or underway on campus 
include new bus stop shel ters, landscaping, benches and paving, 
pa inting, sidewalks, and recoat ing the swimming pool, which is 
scheduled to reopen by Wednesday, September l. A Herculean 
effort a lso went into repa iring extensive damage to N ewman Hall 
from a water leak.
