Cats crush Reitz in 6-3

The Mater Dei football team had both ex-
citement and disappointment. “Coming off
an 0-8 regular season last year, we were hap-
py with what we accomplished,” said junior
defensive end Ray Happe.

Sean Sandwell
had 458 yards with 29 catches, while Mike
Weber had 30 catches for 381 yards. Tim
Roberts and Eric J. Folz had 24 catches, and
Kevin Wilson had 22.
